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Improving Water Quality

INFILTRATION

Root systems, fallen leaves
and organic material on
the forest floor slow down
water and allow it to enter
porous soil, reducing
runoff and erosion and
recharging groundwater

EVAPOTRANSPIRATION

Water cycles through the
atmosphere through evaporation
and transpiration. The forest
canopy releases water vapor into
the air, regulating precipitation

INTERCEPTION

Multiple layers of forest canopy
shelter soil from rainfall, reducing
erosion

SOIL STABILIZATION

Strong roots and the forest
floor hold back and anchor soil
against erosion
